Get “Shakespeared”!

Putnam County Playhouse will conduct its 2010 annual Youth Theatre Workshop beginning Monday, June 14. Interested students should be enrolled or entering middle school for the younger group, or be high school age, or just beyond for the older group. No audition is required and the workshop is free!
