Deadline for Arts Commission Individual Artist  
Program Grant Applications Approaching  
 

The Indiana Arts Commission is currently accepting online applications for 
Individual Artist Program grants. Hoosier artists in selected disciplines will 
have until February 2, 2012 to complete the application process. 

Application guidelines are currently accessible here. Artists should be aware 
that the application for IAP grants will only be available through the online 

grant application system, and artists are encouraged to read through the 
guidelines before beginning the application process. 

Eligible projects will only be considered in the areas of crafts, design art, 
media art, photography, visual arts, and folk arts related to these traditional 
disciplines. 

The IAC will also be conducting a series of workshops for artists to assist 
them in learning more about the grant program and the application process.

Individual artists living and working in Indiana may apply for up to $2,000 
from the IAP grant, which requires no matching funds. The grants are  
intended to assist artists with specific project-related costs that will help 
further their careers, and provide public benefit through the completed

intent to apply to Arts Illiana by 
February 1, 2012. 
 
Applications must be submitted no 
later than midnight on March 1, 
2012.  Grant guidelines and other 

pertinent grant information are  
available on www.artsilliana.org 
and scrolling down to Regional Arts 
Grants under Programs and  
Services.   
 
Non ïprofit arts organizations or 

arts providers in the Indiana  
Counties of Clay, Parke, Putnam, 
Sullivan, Vermillion, and Vigo are 
eligible to apply.  The grant  
categories open for FY2013 are 
Arts Organization Support (Level I) 

and Arts Project Support/Mini 
Grants.  Arts Organization Support 
(Level II) will not be open for  
application until FY2014.

Art Spaces, Inc. ï Wabash Valley Outdoor Sculpture Collection and Arts Illiana are 
pleased to announce the 2012 Max Ehrmann Poetry Competition.  Entries must be 
mailed or delivered by February 24, 2012.  The competition is open to individuals 
and students living, working or attending school in the following six Indiana counties:  

Clay, Parke, Putnam, Sullivan, Vermillion and Vigo.  Cash prizes will be awarded. 

 

Works will be accepted in three categories:  poetry inspired by a work of art; poetry 
inspired by trees or other green things; and poetry inspired by city life or an urban 
environment.  Up to two poems per contestant will be accepted.  The contest will be 
judged by three Indiana poets.   

 

The purpose of the competition is to encourage the writing of new poetry as a  
contemporary art form deeply rooted in tradition, to foster an interdisciplinary  
connection between art forms, and to honor Max Ehrmann, a treasured regional poet 
whose works were inspired by a love for his own community, its natural surroundings 
and the people in it.  A life-size bronze sculpture of this nationally renowned writer, 
by West Terre Haute artist Bill Wolfe, was installed in 2010 in Terre Haute as part of 

the Art Spaces collection.  It is located at the corner of 7th St. and Wabash Ave. on 
the Arts Corridor at the Crossroads of America.

NEW BANNERS FOR THE CITY'S ARTS CORRIDOR 

 

Arts Spaces, Inc. recently worked with ISU's Energize  
Downtown on a contest for a new banner design for the Arts 
Corridor.  Terre Haute Designer Levi McGranahan's  

winning entry has recently been printed and 26 banners 
have been installed along 7th Street between Poplar and 
Cherry Streets. 

 

 

 

 

The first banner design competition was held in 2006 and artist Sala Wongôs winning 
design served as the designation for the Arts Corridor until late last year.  The City of 
Terre Haute established the Arts Corridor in 2006. 

The purpose of the banners is to identify the Arts Corridor as a special district, draw 
attention to the arts of our city, and add an attractive artistic element to this lively 
downtown area.  xxx entries were received and the decision was made by a panel 

which included representation from:  Indiana State University Department of Art, 
Downtown Terre Haute, Inc., City of Terre Haute, Art Spaces, Arts Illiana, Swope Art 
Museum and Halcyon Gallery. 

The mission of Art Spaces is to establish a public sculpture collection for Terre Haute 
and the surrounding region of the Wabash Valley.  This lively non-profit recently 
moved downtown to Ohio Street and also acts on a consulting basis for other arts 
projects in the area. 

Art Spaces has installed four sculptures downtown along the Arts Corridor including 
Gatekeeper  at Vigo County Public Library; Free Fly , adjacent to the Indiana Theater; 
Spirit of Space  in front of the Swope Art Museum; Max Ehrmann at the Crossroads  at 
7th and Wabash.
